1. Any native found guilty of having, by acts, words or writing,
E oiven rise to, or attempted to give rise to a seditious movement, or of
E having [wilfully] disturbed or attempted to disturb the public peace
b shall be punished with imprisonment which may extend up to 10 years
and a fine not exceeding 1..20, or by one or other of these penalties.

2. Any native who shall incite another person to commit a
E crime or offence shall be punished, if the crime or offence is not
carried into effect, with imprisonment of from two to six months
and a fine of from L.1 to L.10 or by one or other of these penalties.

If the crime or offence is carried into effect the native guilty of
ncitement shall be punished by the same penalties as the principal
offender.

3. Any native who shall escape or attempt to escape from a
- prison or any place where he is lawfully confined or who after having
