JOINT REGULATION No. 5 of 1978 

TO PUT INTO EFFECT the Resolution of the Representative Assembly No. 1 
of 1976, passed the 17th day of April, 1978, to appropriate a sum not 
exceeding one billion, sixty million and one hundred and thirty-one 
thouSand New Hebrides francs (1.060.131.000 FNH) or the e~uivalent there­
of in pounds sterling .at th-ecurreilt rate of exchange to the servioe of 
the Government of the New Hebrides for the year ending the 31st day of 
December, 1978. 

MADE by the Resident Commissioners under the provisions of Articles 2:2 
and 7 of the' l.nglo-French Protocol of 1914 and Article 28 (3) of the 
'Exchange of Notes of the fifteenth day of September, 1977.

S C H E D U L E 

1. The revenue and expenditure of the recurrent budget 
of the Government of the New Hebrides for the year 1978 
shall be balanced at one billion, sixty million and one 
hundred and thirty-one thousand New Hebrides francs 
(1.060.131.000 FNH) or the equivalent thereof in pounds 
sterling at the current rate of eBchange. 

2. There shall be issued from General Revenue and other 
funds of the Government and app~ied for the service of 
the year ending on the 31st day of December 1978, a sum 
not exceeding the amount specified in section 1 and the 
same shall be appropriated as set out in the ilnnexe. 

3. Subject to the powers of the Representative Assembly, 
the Government may authorise the Treasurer to control 
expenditure and revenue of this Budget in accordance with 
the provisions of the Joint J/;bgulation N().·~O· 9f"9'7 
within the limits defined by such authorisation and such

4. In urgent cases and when the Assembly is not in 
session, additional credits not exceeding five million 
New Hebridean francs C5.000.qOO.FNB) may be opened and 
amounts transferred. from one head to another by decision 
of the Minister of Finance •. Such deoisions shall, as 
soon as possible. be tabled to the Representative Assembly 
or to the Beneral Committee for approval. 

5. The Government shall amend the legisl·ation in foroe, 
so as to provide for taxation in the most appropriate 
manner, upon the export of oooonut oil and copra cake, 
so that the level of revenue frcm oopra shall be main­
tained whilst ensuring that the prices of these locally 
processed products remain ccmpetitive on the world , 
market. . 

6. Considering that the development of the islands 
should have priority, the Representative Assembly: 

- requests the Government to control the implementation 
of projects financed or approved by external aid sources. 

- authoriZes draw-downs from the reserve funds arising 
from the 1977 Budget surplus up to an amount of eighty 
million New Hebridean francs (80.000.000 FNH) for 
finadcing projects within the context of the Develop­
ment BUdget. 

- empowers the General Committee to ratify the use of 
these funds in installments of 10.000.000 FNH.
