The Represantative Assembly of the New Hebrides, at its sitting on 

the 5th day of December 197B hereby resolves end decides, in 

eccordance with Article 23 of thQ Exchange of Notes of the fifteenth 

day of September 1977, to adopt the following measures -

Interpretation. 1 • In this Regulation unless the context other-

wise requires -

~businos~" meens any occupation (oxcept illogal 

occupations or occupations specified in the 

Second Schedule) carriod on for profit, 

provided that a person shall not be deemed to 

carry on a business in respect of which his 

sole gain is by wey of selary or weges or 

salary or wages plus commission; 

"proprietor" means the owner of a business or any 

naturel person or corporation carFying on a 

business within the New Hebrides on his own 

accou~, in essociation with others or on 

behalf of persons outside the New Hebrides; 

"promises" includes buildings, ships, vehicles or 

other places whore a business is carried on, 

together with any place which constitutes a 

necessary annexe to the principal place of 

business; 

"person' includo~ roforence to a corporation as 

well as to a natural person; 

"Government" means the New Hebridas Government 
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2. (1) Every proprietor shall take out annually 

a licence which shall expire on the 31st day of 

December in each year. 

(2) Such licence shall be issued by the 

Government upon payment of the requisite fee in 

accordance with the procedure prescribed by section 

4 below. 

(3) Such licence shall not be trensferable. 

3. (1) Applications for licences or for renewal 

of existi~g licences shall be made in writing in 

such form as may be prescribed by ~he Government, or 

where the proprietor is illit~rate applications may 

be made verbally in the presence of two witnesses. 

(2) Applications for licences or renewal of 

licences shall be acknowledged in writing forth­

with by the person to whom the application is made. 

4. (1) Subject to the provisions of this section 

the fee payable on the issue of a licence shall be 

the sum prescribed in New Hebrides francs in the 

First Schedule to this Regulation or the equivalent 

thereof in Australian dollars et the official rete 

of exchenge. 

(2) The fee shall be payable in the case of the 

renewal of a licence on the 1st day of January of 

each year o~ in respect of a new licence on tho 1st 

d~y of the month in which a business is newly estab­

lished. The fee together with any increases that 

may be payable thereon in accordance with subsection 

(4)of this section shall be recovereble by the 

Government as a civil debt. 

(3) Except as otherwise authorisod by the 

Government, the fee shall be paid lIli th!.n the 
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following time limits -

(0) for 0 business carried on within the town 

limits of Port-Vila and Luganville -

within one month from the date when the 

fee is payable; 

(b) for a business cerried on in any other 

place - within three months from the date 

when the fee is payable; 

(4) If the fee has not been paid in full within 

the time limits provided in SUbsection (3) of this 

section, that part of the fee remaining unpaid shall 

be increased by ten per'centum for 8ach month or part 

theraof during which the fee is unpaid. 

(5) A licence shall be required in respect of 

Bech and every premises at which a business is carried 

on, provided that one licenc9 shall suffice for 

premises which are immediately adjacent and inter­

communicating. 

(6) Where a proprietor carries on more than one 

business in the same premises, he shall take out a 

licence in respoct of 8ech business, 

Provided that ilJhere by virtue of the foregoing pro­

visions of this subsection a proprietor is liable to 

pey more than one licence fee he shall pay the foe 

prescribed in the First Schedule to this Regulation 

for the licence attracting the highest fee applicablo 

thereunder and shall pay two-thirds of the fee pres­

cribed in the said Schedule for each other licence, 

which lesser fee shall be roundod up to tha nearest 

1.000 FNH. 

And provided further that in any case where a pro­

prietor is liable to pay more than one licence fee as

aforesaid and where any businoss is of such minor 

extent thut it is only incidental to another businoss 

or a necessary adjunct theroto, such proprietor shall 

be oxempted from the orligation to take out a liconce 

or pay any fee thera~or. 
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(7~ WHere tWd or more proprietors carry on a 

business indopondently of each other at the same 

premises a licence shall be takan out in respect of 

Bach business. 

(s) Where a licance is taken out for a newly 

established business for part ofa year only the fee 

payable shall be proportionate to the period covered 

by the licence and for the purpose of the assessment 

of that proportion any part of a month shall count 

as a whole month. 

(9) Where during the course of a year the 

proprietor changes the nature or extent of his 

business thereby rendering him liable to the payment 

of a different licenoe foe, he shall forthwith so 

inform the Government and shall payor receive such 

adjustment of fee as may be appropriate. 

(10) A licenoe may be surrendered to the Govern­

ment at any time and thereupon the proprietor shall 

be entitled to a proportionate refund of the licenoe 

foe commencing from the first day of the month next 

follDwing. 

5. (1) Any question or dispute as to the appli-

oation of this Regulation shall be SUbmitted in 

writing, within one month from tha date of payment 

of tha sum stated to be duo by tho Government, for 

decision by the Government, 

(2) Any person who is aggrieved by the decision 

of the Governmont may, within n period of one month 

from the date on which the decision has been notified 

to him, appeal to the Business Licences Arbitration 

Commission. 

Provided that where a decision has not been notified 

to him within a period of one month from the dete of 

his submiss~on, he mey, within a period of one further 

month, appeal to the aforesaid Business Licenoes 

Arbitration Commission. 
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6. tVery licence sball be at all times displayed 

prominehtly by tne proprietor on the premises to 

which it relates. 

7. Any officer of the Ministry of Financo eo autho-

rised by the Government and the Procuratbr-General may 

without warrant enter and search premises for the 

purpose of ascertaining the category of the business 

and the identity of the propriotor thereof. The 

proprietor shall make available for inspection on 

demand by any officer as aforesaid books, documents, 

or rocords relating to the business, and copies there­

of or extracts therefrom may be made, so, however, 

that the provisions of this section shall not derogate 

from any privilege or immunity erising with respect to 

such premises, proprietor, books, documents or records 

under the provisions of any law applicable thereto 

within the New Hebrides. 

8. Information relating to the bUsiness of eny person 

obtained under the prOVisions of section 7 above shall 

be treeted as strictly confidential and shall not be 

disclosed save for the purposes of any prosecution 

with respect to the business. 

9. (1) Where the Government is of the opinion that 

the main purpose or one of the moin purposes for Which 

ony tronsaction wos effected wos the avoidance or 

reduction of liability to any licence fee, it mey with 

respect to any businoss or businesses mak~ such adjust­

ment as rospecte liability to any licence fee as it 

considers appropriate to avoid or prevent such 

avoidance or reduction or liability to any licence feo 

which would otherwise be affected by the transaction 

or transactions. 

(2) Any person aggrieved by any adjustment made by 

the 'Government under the provisions of subsection (1) 

of this section may appeal to the Business Licence 

Arbi~ation Commission against the same in accordance 

with the proviaions of Bubsection (2) of section 5 

above. 
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100 (1) Any person who foils to pay a requisite 

licence foe including eny increase imposed in accor­

dance with section 4 above, within a period of six 

months from the date when the fee is payable shall be 

guilty of on offence and shall be liable on conviction 

to a fine not exceeding FNH 10000000

he ought to have exercised having regard to the natura 

of his functions in such capacity and in sll the 

circumstances. 

11. The Government ma w ~ake Rules for carrying this 

Regulation into effsct. 
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1. The rates for business licence fees shown in the table which follows are the basic rates. 

2. The basic rates shall be payable -

(a) for those categories of bUsiness which are not marked with an asterisk*, 

Cb) for all categories of business marked with an asterisk*, except 03, where the premises thereof are 
situated in the Port-Vi)a or Luganville urban araas, 

(c) for all businesses of category 03 where the premises thereof have a frontage on the road, 

from the wharf road roundabout through the town centre as far as the junction of the Mele and 
Malapoaroads, known as Rue Higginson (in Port Vila), 

from the junction of the wharf road and the road leading to the District Agencies as far as the 
Sarakata Bridge (in Luganville). 

3. Ninety percent (90%) ef the basic rates prescribed shall be payable for all businesses of category 03 
where the premises thereof are in Port-Vila and have D frontB~g in the following streets, 

Rue flemingl 

Rue Emile Mercst, between Rue Higginson and the junction with Rue de Parisl 

Rue Carnot, between Rue Higginson and the junction with Rue de Paris, 

Rue Pasteur, between Rue Higginson and the junction with Rue de Paris; 

Rue Bougainville, between Rue Higginson and the junction with Rue de Paris; 

Rue de Paris. 

4. Eighty percent (80%) of the basic rates prescribed shall be payable for all businesses of category 03 
where the premises thereof are situated in the Port-ViI a or Luganville urban areas, except for those 
businesses to which paragraphs 2(c) and (3) above apply. 

5. Twenty percent (20~) of the basic rates prescribed shall be payable for those categories of business 
marked with an asterisk* if the premises thereof ere situated in a rural area.
