1 • Section 130f the Dangerous Drugs Joint 
Regulation No. 12 of 1939 is hereby repealed and 
replaced by the following new sections -

13. A certificate of contents 
purporting to be signed by or on behalf 
of the Government analyst of any 
country approved for the purpose by 
the ·Resident Commissioners by Joint 
Rules~ if it relates to any prohibited 
drug or to any traces of a prohibited 
drug found on any syringe, pipe~ 
utensil or other material whatsoever 
which appears to have been used for 
the smoking~ consumption, ingestion 
or injection of any of the substances 
listed in section 2 shall be admiss­
ible in any proceedings and shall be 
evidence of the facts stated therein. 

14. (1) Any aircraft~ ship not exceed­
ing 500 tons burden~ or vehicle used 
for the unlawful importation~ landing~ 
removal, carriage or conveyance of 
any of the substances listed in 
section 2 "with the Imowledge of the· 
captain 9 master or driver thereof 
shall be liable in the discretion of 
the Court to forfeiture. 

(2) The master of any sIrlp, the 
captain .' of any aircraft or the driver 
of any vehicle on orin which any of 
the substances listed in section 2 
may be discovered shall, in the 
absence .of any -proof to the contrary, 
the burdertbf- will'ch shall ·fall on 

.. ··;·him~ be d-eenJ.€d to' be in possession 
of'such substance and to have 
lmowledge of theimportation~ landing, 
removal, carriage or conveyance of 
any substru~ce found thereon or 
therein. 

15. Every contravention of the 
provlslons of this Regulation shall 
constitute an offence punishable by

(a) to be released to the 
person from whom it was 
seized or to the owner

2. This Regulation may be cited as the 
Dangerous Drugs (Amendment) Regulation No. 34 
of 1975 and shall come·into operation on the date 
of its publication in the Condominium Gazette.
