JOllJT REGUL.ilTION No. 43' of 1975 

TO DECLARE the 10th day of Nover.~ber 1975 a public 
holiday. 

M.ilDE by the Resident CorlL1issioners under the 
pr.ovisions of Articles 2: 2 and 7 of the Anglo-French 
Protocol of 191h. 

1. NotvTi thstanding the provisions of section 
2 of the Joint Elections (Closing of Prenises) 
Regulation No. 23 of 1975, the 10th day of Novenber, 
1 975, shall be wi thin the lini ts of the urbru1. 
constituencies of Vila and Santo a public holiday. 

2. Subject to section 5, it shall be unlavlful 
for any shop, office or connercial or industrial 
undertaking to renain open for public business on 
the said 10th day of Hovenber 1975. 

3. The provisions of se ction: 1 and 2 shall 
apply to any other day to which polling for the 
election of representatives of the people in the 
Representative ABsenbly in the said urban 
constituencies or either of then nay be adjourned 
under the provisions of section 21 of the 
Representati ve l1Ssenbly (Elections) Regulation 
No. 30 of 1975 as aLlended. 

4. (1) l'my person contravening the provisions 
of section 2 shall be guilty of an offence ptmish­
able upon conviction by ~ fine not exceeding 
60,000 FNE or the equivalent thereof in Austrnlian 
dollnrs at the official rate of exchange. 

(2) For the purposes of SUbsection (1), 
every director, oanager, partner or ovmer of any 
undertru~ing opened for public business in contra­
vention of section 2 shall be deeLled to be guilty 
of an offence unless he shows to the satisfaction 
of the Court that he did not VTilfully or negligently 
authorise or pernit such open:L"1g of the prenises. 

5. (1) The foregoing provisions of this 
Regulation shall not apply with respect to hotels, 
restaurants, public transport services, stevedoring 
conpanies, industrial electricity suppliers or 
any undertaking or class of undertrucL~g specified 
by the Resident COLlnissioners for the naintenance 
of essential services. 

(2) ]my shOll or other prenises nay be 
opened on the said 10th day of Noveuber for the 
sale of foodstuffs, pharoaceutical or nedical 
supplies and petrol or fuel oil frOD 7.30 0..0. 
to 10.30 a.n.
