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JOINT llEGULATION N° 24 of 1977 

TO .A.NEND the Joint Local Government llegulation No. 1 of 1975. 

HADE by the Resident Commissioners under the provisions of Articles 
2:2, 7 and 62 of the Anglo-Pranch Protocol of 1914, and after consul­
tation with the Provj_sional Council provided for by the amendment to 
the Protocol effected by the Exchange of Notes dated 9 June 1977. 

1. Subsection (2) of section 10 of the Joint Local Government 
Regulation No.1 of 1975 is r~pealed and replaced as follows -

"(2) By-elections for vacancies in the lVLunicipal Councils of 
Santo and of Vila shall be required only if, in the case of 
Santo, the number of vacancies exceed three, or, in the case 
of Vila, the number of vacancios exceed four, or if in either 
case in either Municipality a ward ceases to be representod. 
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Not withstanfi.ing SUbsection (2) above, by-elections .i. 
shall not ba necessary durint the six months immediately pre­
ceding a general election of members to a Municipal Council 
or Rural Council unless the number of vacanci~s in any such 
Council shall exceed half the totRl number of members of the 
Council." 

2. (1) This Iiegulation may be cited as the Joint Local Govern-
ment Regulation No.2;] ct:1977 and shall be read as one with the Joint 
Local Government B.eculation~ No. 1 of 1975 and that Regulation and 
this Re("Sulation may be citod together as the Joint Local Government. 
RegUlations 1975 to 1977. 

(2) This Regulation sh~ll come into operation on the date 
of its publication in the Cond00inium Gazette.
