TO AMEND the Joint Liquor Licensing Regulation No. 18 
of 1968.

1. The Joint Liquor Licensing Regulation No. 18 
of 1968 as amended (hereinafter referred to as "the 
principal Regulation n) is hereby further amended by 
inserting immediately after section 9A the follawing 
new section -

"Pleasure 
Boat 
Licences 

9B. No person shall sell or supply 
liquor to any person on any pleasure 
boat unless he has first obtained a 
Pleasure Boat Licence (Schedule N) 
permitting the sale or supply of 
liquor to any person for consumption 
on such pleasure boat in accordance 
with such conditions as may be 
prescribed by the District Agents 
and endorsed thereon • " • 

2. Section 19 of the principal Regulation is 
hereby amended by inserting immediately after the 
number "9AIt the number "9B". 

3. The principal Regulation is hereby further 
amended by adding immediately after Schedule M 
thereto the following new Schedule -
