1 • In these Rules -

"Commi ttee" mea!1S the Statistics Commi ttee esta­
blished under section 4 of the Joint Statistids 
Regulation Hoo 9 of 1974 

"Statistician" means the CondominiUil1 Statistician 

"Bureau" me3ns the Condominium :Bureau of Statistics. 

2. (1) The Committee shall be constituted by three 
members namely a representative of the British Resident 
Commissioner, a representative of the French Resident Commis­
¢oner and the Statistician or his delegateo 

(2) The Committee shall have authority to invite other 
persons from government departments or private organisations 
to advise on subjects of interest to them,. 

(3) The representatives of the Resident Commissioners 
shall act as co-Chairmen of the Commi t-tE!e at al ternate mee­
tings. 

(4) The Statistician or his delegate shall bG the secre-
tary of the Com~~1i ttce ; 

(5) Nectings of the COillii.li ttee shall be held at least 
once in every quarter and in addition at ~he request of any 
membero 

(6) The £'U110 t.ions of the CC:'-.lmi ttee 81:.-:,11 be to determine 
the statistios prog~~~se and st8~istical priorities ; to faci­
litate the implementstion of t~12t programme by taking steps 
to secure the pro~ision '.f adequate finance and staff ; to 
deal with any questions arising in respect of requests by the 
Statistician to heads of depprLrn~nts of the Joint Administra­
tion to ensure that applications by Uni~3d Notions organisa­
tions and similar t2~~es concerning official statistics on 
the New Hebrides a~e fo~waried to the Statistician for com­
pletion ; and to decido whether prosecutions recommended by 
the Statistician uJlder sectioll 7 of the Joint Statistics 
Regulation lIo. 9 of 1974 Sh0l1.1d prOCeed. 

The relationRhi) between the Committee and the 
various departments of ':~he :Les~Jcctive national anministratiol?-s 
shall be secured with~n the Committee by the representati~e 
of the Residenf; Comrr:d,.~C!i.0r.9I' concerned. 
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3. The procedure to be followed in respect of requests 
by th8 Statistician for the provision of statistical infor­
mation from the national administrations or from departments 
of the Joint :idministra"tion shall be as follo~.rs -

(a) any request concerning either national administra­
tion is to be discussed initially by the Committee 
and if endorsed by the Committee may then be refer­
red to the national administration concernedo 

any request concerning a Joint Administration depart­
ment may be referred direct to the head of the de­
partment concernei, provided that any difficultios 
concerning such requests, which cannot be settled 
by the Statistician and tho head of the department 
concerned, shall be referred to tho Committee by 
the 8tatistici8n. 

4. In ordar to enable the Statistician to carry out his 
duties and funotions ullder sections 6, 7 and 8 of tho Joint 
Statistics Rec:ulation Ho" 9 of 1974, heads of Joint Adminis­
tration Departments shall be required to notify the Statis­
tician before undertaking any new, or modifying any existing, 
statistical collections or proje~ts of their departments 
which yield statistical data o 

5. For the purposes of subsection (2) of section 2 of 
the Joint Statistics ilegulation No.9 of 1974, establishing 
the BUrG~lU as an ,3utonomous section of the Condominium 
Treasury? the following rules shall apply -

(a) for budget purposes the Bureau shall be shown as 
a separate part of the Condominium TrGasury ~ 

the Statistician shall be responsible for providing 
estimates of the revenue and expenditure of the 
Bureau ; 

(c) with the exception of those concerning the Statis­
tician, staff reports concerning personnel of the 
Bureau shall be the responsibility of the Statis­
tician. Reports concerning the Statistician shall 
be the responsibility of the Resident Commissioners 

(d) in respect of all other estsblishment matters rela­
ting to the Bureau, the Statistician is authorised 
to deal directly with the Condominium Establishment 
Officer? except that any such matters concerning 
either of the national administrations shall be 
negotiated through the appropriate Committee repre­
sentative of such administration o 

6. These Rules may be ci ted as. the Joint Statistics 
Rules No o 9 of 1974 and shall come into operation on the date 
of their publication in the Condominium Gazette.
