The Secretary shall receive a remuneration of VT 80,000.

The remunerations referred to in this clause shall be payable to the
Commissioner, the Assessors and the Secretary upon the completion of the
report referred to in clause 9 '

" Terms of Reference

The terms of reference of the Commrssmn are as set out in the Schedule of =

The terms of reference for the Commrssron may be amended or Var1ed by
the Minister in consultation with the Commissioner.

Location of Inquiry

The Inquiry is to be made in Port Vila and at such other place or places as the
Commission determines.
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Private Inquiry

The Inquiry is to be held in private except in circumstances as directed by the
Commission.
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Report

The Commissioner must prepare a report of the proceedings and of the
result of this Inquiry to the Minister of Justice and Social Welfare not later
than 2 months from the date of his appoint_ment as Commissioner.v

The report must contain recommendatrons following the findings of the
Commission.
