(c) On October 18th 1985 Btephen Yaviong filed a petition asking the Supreme
Court to declare the election of Charlie Uliak void em the grounds of
seven (7) improper proxy votes having been cast at that ward.

(d) On October 1st 1986, the Supreme Court (Full Court) made am Order that
the result of the Soyth Erromango Ward election of 9 September 1985 be
set aside and that a by-election ordered.
