French language and be in the form set out in Schedule 35; and

addressed to the Director.

Fees

The fee payable for the issue or renewal of a license to operate a Coconut
Crab harvest is VT100, 000.

There is established a Prescribed Coconut Crab Management Fee. The fee
payable for the prescribed coconut crab management is VT30, 0000.

To avoid doubt, the fees referred to under subclauses 63C(1) and (2) must
be paid prior to the issuance of the license.

License Period and Conditions

The granting of license must have a time period and conditions outlining the
closure periods of and the opening periods of harvesting coconut crab pursuant to
clause 67.”
