An Order to prohbit and restrict the sale of liquor.

IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred by section 19 of the Liquor
Licensing Act [CAP. 52], 1, DAVID TANARANGO, Minister of Home Affairs
HEREBY MAKE the following Order:-

PROHIBITION AND RESTRICT1ON ON SALE OF L1QUOR

1. Subject to section 2, the sale, supply, distribution or
consumption of alcoholic liquor at or, on or, from, all licensed
premises throughout the whole of the Republic of Vanuatu shall be
prohibited during the period commencing at 12 micdnight on the 26th
day of July, 1991 and ending at 7.30 a.m. on the 3lst day of
July, 1991,

RESTAURANTS AND HOTELS MAY SERVE LIQUOR WITH MEAL TO BONA FIDE CUSTOMERS

2 Nothwithstanding the provisions of section 1, alcohelic liquor
may be sold during normal operating hours in restaurants and
hotels to bona fide customers for consumption with their meals.
