To prescribe the meteorological charges applicable to aircraft engaged

in international flights to end from the Repyblic of Vanuaty and in
domestic flights within Vanuatu.

CHARGES

Subject to regulation 6, the meteorological charges specified
in regulation & shall be paid menthly ro the duly authorised
officer. The operator shall calculate the oharge and submit
that calculatien, supported by copies of fuel invoices for
the month 1n question, uith payment.

Where the charge is not paid by the operator within 30 days
of the due date,’ the Government shall recover the amount due

as @’ civil debt. :

PART 4
EXEMPTLONS

The following aircraft shall not imcur the charges specified
in this Order:

(a) State aircraft {aircraft of military, customs or police
services);

(b) aircraft being uesed solely for diplomatic purposes;

(c) aircraft engaged in test or training flights,

(d} aircraft engaged in flights of a humanitarian nature,
including search and rescue flights; and

(e) aircraft obliged to land in an emergency.

The charges specified in regulation & shall not apply inm
respect of fuel purchased for use in aircraft which camnot be
g0 used, subject to the Minister being satisfied as to the
bona tides of any claim for exemption.

GENERAL PROVISIONS -

"APPLICATION

7, Part 2 of this Order shall apply to aircraft emgaged in flights
within the Republic of Vanuatu other than those aircraft on the

Vanuatu Reglster of civil aircraft unless the Minister determines
that Part 3 shall apply.
