
REPUBLIC OF VANUATU 

Representation Of The People (Designation of 

Overseas Polling Station) Order No.~g Of 1983 

To designate a polling station in a foreign country. 

WHEREAS 

(a) There are about 600 Vanuatu citizens who are registered voters 

presently residing in New Caledonia; 

(b) In view of (a) the Covernment of the Republic of Vanuatu through its 

llinistry of Foreign Affairs on September 14th, 1983 forwarded, a 

request to the Government of the Republic of France to permit 

Vanuatu authorities to designate a place in New Caledonia to be a 

polling station for the purposes of the November 2nd, 1983, general 

elections to the Vanuatu Parliament; 

(c) The Government of the Republic of France through its Diplomati\, 

Representative in Port Vila on October 11 th 1983 forwarded to the 

Vanuatu Ministry of Foreign Affairs its agreement to the Vanuatu 

Government's request; and 

(c) The Principal Electoral Officer has consulted with the Prime 

Minister, who is also the Minister responsible for Foreign Affairs, 

on the matter; 

THEREFORE, IN EXERCISE of the power contained in section 4A of the 

Representation of the People Act No. 13 of 1982 as amended, THE ELECTORAL 

COMMISSION HEREBY MAKES the following Order: 

DESIGt~ATION OF OVERSEAS FOLLING STlITION IN NEW CALEDONIA 

1. (a) The Electoral Commission, acting on the advice of the Vanuatu 

Principal Electoral Officer, designates that one polling 

station for the purposes of the November 2nd, 1983 general 

elections to the Vanuatu Parliament be located in New 

Caledonia. 
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(b) That such a pol1ing station be located within the boundary of 

Noumea at a place designated by the Principal Electoral Officer 

on the advice of the Vanuatu Secretary of Foreign Affairs given 

after consultation with the Diplomatic Representative of the 

French Republic in Port Vila. 

(c) That registered Vanuatu voters residing in New Caledonia should 

present themselves at their alloted polling station in Noumea 

in order to cast their votes on such day and time as the 

Principal Electoral Officer shall appoint following the advice 

of the Secretary of Foreign Affairs. 

COMMElICEMENT 

2. This Order shall corne i.nto force on the date of its signature and 

shall cease to have effect immediately after the report on voting 

has been finally sealed at the above polling station by the 

Returning Officer in accordance with Rule 19 of Schedule 5 of the 

Representation of the People Act No. 13 of 1982.
