to enter any vessel or aircraft and make such examination and inquiry as may be
necessary for ascertaining whether the conditions specified in the export authority
have been complied with by authorised exporter;

to require the production of any document concerning any prescribed commodity
from an authorised exporter;

to examine in the presence of another Inspector, the content of kava chips to
ascertain whether the kava chips have met the required standards for export;



(d)  tostop the export of kava if the kava chips and roots do not meet the required
standard for export.
