BE IT ENACTED by the President and Parliament as follows :-

PART 3 - REGISTRATION OF HEALTH PRACTITIONERS 

BOARD To MAINTAIN REGISTER 
4. (1) It shall be the duty of the Board to prepare and maintain a register 

for and in respect of each health profession of the names, addresses, 
qual ifications and such other particulars as may be prescribed, of 
all persons who are entitled to be registered under this Act and who 
apply for registration.

(3) In any proceedings before a Disciplinary Committee the following 
rules shall apply -

(a) a sufficient notice of the time and place of the hearing 
together with the particulars of the complaint shall be given to 
the person against whom the complaint has been made and to the 
complainant; 

(b) any party to the proceedings shall, if he so requires, be en­
titled to be heard by the Committee and to be represented or 
assisted by a legal practitioner or a registered health practi­
tioner; 

(c) unless the Committee othen,ise directs, the proceed,ings shall be 
held in public. 

EVIDENCE IN DISCIPLINARY PROCEEDINGS

APPLICATION OF THE ACT
