STATEMENT BY THE HONOURABLE KALPOKOR KALSAKAU 

MINISTER OF FINANCE, COMMERCE, INDUSTRY AND TOURISM 

In recent months I. have become concerned about ~h-e Aep.r-eciation of thl;!_ V8tU. 

particularly in relation to the Australian dollar, and about the inflationary 

and others implications which it has for our economy. 

After full consultation with the Central Bank 1 have instructed them to· 

determine a new external value for the vatu so that it will be re-valued 

against foreign currencies. The new rate in terms of Special Drawing Rights 

has accordingly been fixed at 100.6 vatu for one SDR. 

As the public are aware, the linking of the Vatu to the SOR has brought 

considerable benefits in terms of price and financial stability. This link is 

being continued with the. new fixed rate. As in the past, the value of the Vatu 

in terms of other currencies will be set by reference to the SDR value of those 

c_urrencies. 

AS all traders, businessmen, hotel-owners and other business interests 

are aware, the revaluation of the Vatu means that the cost of imports into 

Vanuatu from all countries will be correspondingly reduced there will also b. 

savings for importers in the import duty they have to pay. 1 therefore expect 

that all businesses who import goods from abroad will apply the reductions in 

import costs and import duties to their wholesale and retail prices. Because 

of this change the Government will have to forego some part of import duty 

revenue but it does so solely in the interest of price reduction. As for the 

impact on exports, I believe with reasonably strong demand for our goods and 

fairly high current and prospective export prices, revaluation will not act as 

a disincentive to our exporters~ 

Our experience in the past,. as in many other countries, has shown that 

inflation is the greate •. t obstacle to the process of development. E){perience 

has also shown that, in this regard, national poliCies to promote development. 

can be greatly frustrated if traders, businessmen, hoteliers and other business 

interests, who have n major role in the economy, do not play their part 

[or the good of the community at large. It is in this spirit that 1 urge the 

business interests in Vanuatu to acknowledge the reasoning behind the revaluation 

of the Vatu and recognise the need to contain prices and be satisfied with 

reasonable trade margins.
