BE IT ENACTED by the President and Parliament as follows: 

PART 1 - INTERPRETATION 

INTERPRETATION 
1. (1) In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires -

"Director" means the Director of Geology, Hines and Rural Water 
Suppl ies; 

"geothermal energy" means energy derived or derivable from within the 
ground or thereunder by natural heat, and includes all steam, water or 
other fluid and any mixture of all or any of them that has been heated 
by such energy, and every kind of matter derived from a bore and for 
the time being with or in any such steam, water, fluid or mixture; but 
does not include water that has been heated by such energy to a 
temperature not exceeding 70 C; 

"land" includes land beneath water and the sea-bed, and the subsoil 
thereof; 

"licence" means a production licence or a prospecting licence; 

"licensee" means a person who is, for the time being, the lawful holder 
of a licence; 

"prescribed" means prescribed by the Hinister in Regulations made under 
this Act; 

I1production" includes the tapping 9 extraction~ obtention or use of 
geothermal energy by applying it for any purpose; 

"production licence" means a licence granted under section 20; 

ilprospecting licence" means a licence granted under section 11; 

"prospecting operations" includes boring and all operations and tests 
for the purpose of prospecting for geothermal energy, but does not 
include the use of geothermal energy for purposes other than 
prospecting. 

(2) In this Act, a reference to "the territorial sea", "the continental 
shelfl-'~ nthe exclusive economic zone fl , is a reference to that seas 
shelf or zone as lawfully determined from time to time. 

(3) In this Act a reference to the conditions of a licence is a reference 
to the conditions on which the licence is granted, as from time to time 
varied. 
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PART 2 - PROPERTY ~N GEOTHERMAL ENERGY TO VEST 
IN THE REPUBLIC OF VANUATU 

VESTING OF PROPERTY IN GEOTHERMAL,EN~RGY 
2. The praperty in and cantrol over all nat.ural reserves .of geathermal 

energy in land is vested in the Republic .of Vanuatu. 

RIGHTS IN CONTINENTAL SHELF, ETC., 
3. (1) All rights exercisable, in relatian ta geathermal energy, by Vanuatu 

with respec,t ta. the cantLnental shelf .or the exclusive ecanamic zane 
are hereby vested in the Republic .of Vanuatu. 

(2) This Act shall apply in relatian ta the sea-bed and subsail .of the 
cantinental shelf and beneath the waters .of the exclusive ecanamic 
zane, as it applies in relation to land. 

PART 3 - SERVICE OF NOTICES AND DOCUMENTS, ETC. 

SERVICE OF DOCUMENTS

conditions as are reasonably necessary to give effect to the 
application and the requirements of this Act. 

(2) An application for renewal of a prospecting licence shall be submitted 
not later than 60 days before the expiry of the licence and shall be

(c) such other information as the Minister may require.
