AMENDMENT OF SECTION 1 OF CHAPTER 105

1. Section 1 of the Police Act {CAP. 105] in this Act referred to
as the '"principal Act" is amended by inserting belore the
definition of “Commissioner" the tollowing detinition:-~

"Commission'" means the Police Service Commission established
under section 9(1);".

AMENDMENT OF SECTION 9 :

2. Section 9 of the principal Act is repealed-and the folleowing
section is substituted:-

 "ESTABLISHMENT OF THE POLICE SERVICE CGMMISSION
9. (1) There shall be established a Police Service
Commission,

(2) The Commission shall consist of a Chairman and
four other members appointed by the President,
acting on and in accordance with the advice of the
Prime Minister atter consultation with the Council
of Ministers and shall be composed as tollows:-

(a) a person nominated by the Prime WMinister,

(b) a person nominated by the Minister for the
time being responsible for the Police Force,
member;

(&Y peTEom nominated by the Minister for the

time being responsible for Justiece,—member;

(d) a person nominated by the Chief Justice,

A member of the Commission shall hold office for
the period of his appointment unless he is removed
from, or otherwise vacates, oifice earlier.

The quorum for any meeting of the Commission shall
be three members one of whom shall be the Chairman
or in hiy absence the Vice-Chairman.

The Prime Minister may, by Order, provide for the
remuneration and other terms and conditions of the
members of the Commission, including the Chairman,
as he considers necessary.

1f the property of any member is damaged during
the performance of any duty or training by him
under this Act, such property being damaged
without . his default  and on accounk or
circumstances speciftically attributable to the
nature of his duties as a member, the Minister,
after consultation with the Minister responsible
for finance, award such member such compensation
at such rates as shall be prescribed.



(5) The Minister shall not award to any member or to
the dependants of any member any gratuity,
allowance, pension or compensation under
subsections (2), (3) or (4) it such member or such

dependants is or are eligible to receive a
gratuity, allowance, pension or compensation in
respect of the same disablement, death or damage
under any other law in force at the time.

{6) A gratuity, pension, allowance or compensation
paid under this section shall not be assignable or
transferable nor liable to be attached,
sequestered or levied upon except for the purpose
of satisfying -

(a) & debt due to the Governmment; or

(b} an order of any court for the payment of
periodical sums of money towards the
maintenance of the wife or former wife or
minor child of the person to whom the
pension, gratuity or other allowance has been
granted."

4, Section 82 of the principal Act is amended by inserting atter
paragraph (c) the following new paragraph:-

"(ca) the rates of and eligibility of members and other
persons €o, compensation, pension or gratuity under
section 3J2A."
