ANIMAL DISEASE (CONTROL) ACT NO.Z228 OF 1992

An Act to make provisions (or the control of animal dlsease in Vanuatu
and for matters connected therewich.

BE IT ENACTED by the President and Parvliament as follows:-

INTERPRETATION

I. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires -
“"animal" means any member of the animal kingdom except human
beings, either alive or dead, and includes arachnids, birds,
crustacea, tish, Insects and reptiles;

“animal product! means auything wholly or partly derived
from an animal and includes milk, egps, meat, tlesh and
viscera, skins and hldes, [eathers, semen, ova and embryos,
blood, body fluids, excreta and secreta;

"controlled discasce'" wmeans any discase of animals declaved
a#s such by the Minister under section 17 of this Act;

"Directox'" means the Director of the Government Department
responsible {or animal health and productiong

"disease" means any departure from normal health or
production in animals, f{rom diagnosed reasons or not, and
caused by any infectious, paraslitic, hereditary, toxic or
other agentc; '

"kind of animal" means a specified species of animal, or an
animal differentiated by {ts age, sex, breed, weight,
breeding capacity or hilstory, state of pregnancy or other
distinguishling [eature;

"Minlscer" weans the Minister for the time being responsible

for animal productions;

"notifiabie diseasu?-méans any disease of animals deciared
as such by the Hinistef;pnder section 17 of this Act;

"principal veterinary officer" means the principal
vererinary officer appointed under section 10 of the Heat
Industry Act MNo. 5 of 199},
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"stockholder' means any person, whether registered as such
or not, lor the time being responsible for animals on or
contained in any particular premises whether or not Lhey are
actually owned by him, and In the case of unmanaged anlmals
the occupler of those premises;

"veterinary authority" means the veterinary service of the
Government Department respounsible for animal health;

"veterlnary oltficer" means a quallficd veterinarian
appointed under scction 10 of the Heat ludustry Act No. 5 of
1991,

POWERS OF VETERINARY dFFlCERS, ETC.
