CHAPTER 171

TEACHING SERVICE STAFF (AMENDMENT)
RULES NO.33 OF 1994

To amend the Teaching Service -Staff Rules signed on the 16th day of
July, 1985. :

IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred by section 50(1) of the Teaching

service Act [Cap. 1711, the TEACHING SERVICE COMMISSION, makes the
following rules:-

AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 6 OF 'I'BE TEACHING SERVICE STAFF RULES OF 1985

1. Chapter 6 of the Teaching Service Staff Rules of 1985 in this
Rules refertred to as the "principal Rules" is amended by adding
after paragraph 6.11 the following new paragraphs:

"REMOTE ALLOWANCE

6.12 {a) When an officer is posted to a remote place or other
selected areas as may be approved by the Commission
such officer will be entitled to receive an allowance
of VT 5,000 per month.

{b) An officer who has been transferred from his home
igland to an urban area or, to another island or to an
urban area on home island will be entitled to receive
an allowance of VI 2,500 per month."

AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 9 OF THE PRINCIPAL RULES

2. Chapter 9 of the principal Rules is amended by deleting paragraph
2{v) and substituting the Following paragraphs:

tv}—Once—every year —an officer -whether permanent or  temporary
shall be entitled to be reimbursed 50% of the cost of return
passages for such officer, the officer's spouse and up to
four dependent children to the point of disembarkation in
that officer's home island in Vanuatu in respect of journeys
actually undertaken and on production of satisfactory
receipts or other documentary evidenrce, Transport to the
officer's home island must be by the cheapest and most
direct route and whenever possible should utilize Government
vessels.



(vi) An officer may upon application be paid immediately his or
"her salary for the whole period of leave before departure.”

AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 7 OF THE PRINCIPAL RULES
Chapter 7 of the principal Rules is amended by adding after
paragraph 7.15 the following new paragraphs -

"HOUSING ALLOWANCE

All locally recruited cfficers, permanent or temporary
are entitled to receive a housing allowance of VT
15,000 per month.

An officer residing in Government housing will not be
eligible for housing allowance but will continuve to
pay the rent for the house at the rate imposed for the
grade in which the house is classified.

Officers residing in private rented houses -

(i) will be eligible to be paid VT 15,000 where the
rent equals or exXceeds that amount; or

{ii) where the rent is less than VT 15,000, the
housing allowance will be equal to the amount of
the rent.

Officers living with relatives or residing in their
own houses are entitled to 50% only of the housing
allowance. '

In the case of an officer or officers who are married
and living with relatives or living in their own
houses they shall be entitled to be paid an allowance
at the rate of 50% of the allowance payable to one
officer only; '

Married officers residing -
{1} in separate private rented housing are each

entitled to be paid the housing allowance in
accordance with paragraph 7.16(c);

(o)

(ii) together in private rented housing are each
entitled to the housing allowance in accordance
with paragraph 7.16(c); provided that it is paid
to the female partner.

Single officers sharing private rented housing shall
each be paid a proportion of the allowance which when
added together will be equal or as near to the rent
payable for the private dwelling per month.™
