CIVIL AVIATION ACT NO. 16 OF 1999 

CIVIL AVIATION ORDINARY RULE FOR SCREENING OF LIQUIDS, 
AEROSOLS AND GELS 

In exercise of the powers conferred on me by section 30 of Civil Aviation Act No.16 of 
1999 , I, Joseph Kasten, Director of Civil Aviation Authority of Vanuatu hereby make the 
following ordinary rule. 

PRELIMINARY 

These rules will apply to restrictions on liquids, aerosols and gels taken through 
international screening points in a passenger's carry-on baggage for outbound international 
flights from the Republic of Vanuatu. The restrictions have four basis requirements: 

1. Liquids, aerosols and gels must be in containers no more than 100m!. 

2. These containers must be sealed comfortably in a one litre (for example 
20cmX20cm or 15cmX25cm) transparent plastic resealable bag. 

3. Passengers will only be allowed to carry one these transparent plastic bags each. 

4. Passengers may be subject to a random frisk s~arch. 

APPLICATION 

1 Liquids, aerosols and gels include: 
a) Drinks, creams, perfumes, sprays, gels, toothpaste, lipstick, lip balm and 

similar substances. This covers anything one applies to pour, spray or 
smear. 

b) Liquid, aerosols and gels larger than 100ml, including duty free, which need 
to be surrendered to the security must be surrendered. 

c) Surrendered items shall be destroyed. 

2 These rules do not apply to liquids, aerosols and gels carried by passengers travelling 
domesticall y. 



· SCREENING 

1 At the screening point aviation security officers must ensure that passengers place 
their transparent resealable plastic bag on the trays provided at the screening point. 
The plastic bag can be in the same tray as other small items such as wallets but the 
tray must not be overloaded. Screeners must be able to easily identify the plastic 
bag and either unseal the plastic bag to inspect the contents of the liquids, aerosols 
and gels containers or do visual examination of the plastic bag. Security officers 
may conduct frisk search (pat down) on passengers to ensure they are not hiding 
any liquids, aerosols and gels on their body. Passenger may be chosen on a random 
basis. 

2 Security officers must screen duty free items delivered to the airport by the duty 
free delivery agent, before they are placed in the allocated collection point. 
Screening of liquids, aerosols and gels should be consistent with section 96(a) of 
the Civil Aviation Act and CAR Part 140. 

EXEMPTIONS 

(a) Medicines: Prescription medicine and prescribed medical devices. It is 
recommended but not required that persons carry supporting documentation (ID 
cards, letters from doctors etc.) regarding their medication needs, and screeners 
may request presentation of supporting documentation to assist in determining 
whether presented LAGs are exempt. Where the medication is non-prescription, a 
determination on reasonable amounts is required. Reasonable amounts include 
what is required for length of the flight as well as possible delays and flight 
diversions. Medicines may include the following: 

essential prescribed medicines, including angina spray; 
essential non-prescribed medicines, such as cough syrup; 
children's insulin 
clothing factor (for haemophiliacs) 
contact lens solution, where solutions minimum quantity exceeds 100ml; and 
inhaler (with spare canisters to be packed in check baggage). 

(b) Baby Products: Screeners should use their discretion when assessing what 
volumes would be considered appropriate for use in flight. Where a person 
presents at the screening point carrying baby food, it would also be reasonable that 
they have a baby in their possession. Where the volume of baby food is deemed 
excessive, it is not to be allowed through the screening point. Baby food include: 

baby milk 
baby juice 
wet wipes. 

sterilized water 
baby food in liquid, gel or paste form 

( c) Outbound Duty Free: For flights bound for Australia, New Zealand and 
other international destination points within the region. Purchase of duty free 
liquids, aerosols and gels of a greater capacity than 100ml including other duty free 
items are exempted on the condition that the goods are delivered to the airport in a 
sealed bag with proof of purchase. They can only be collected by the passenger 



after proceeding through the screening point. Passengers may purchase liquids, 
aerosols and gels at duty free outlets after the screening point however it should be 
noted that they may not be allowed through transit points at the other end. 

SAVINGS 

1 Existing restrictions around dangerous goods continue to apply. Decanting of 
dangerous goods will not be permitted.
