CIVIL CASES :

Hebridean in charge. 

5. That the administration and revenue from the volcano be entirely 
left to the Council of Chiefs. 

6. That no outside influence be allowed to visit Tanna and divide 
the people. 

7. That the administration in Vila be forthwith directed that all 
cutstanding cases in Tanna be brought to trial immediately."
